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— TERMS AND CONDITIONS FOR ACCOMMODATION CONTRACT -—
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Article 1 (SCOPE OF APPLICATION)
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1 The accommodation contract and related contracts concluded between the
Hotel and the Guest shall be governed by the provisions of these Terms and
Conditions. Matters not provided for in these Terms and Conditions shall
be governed by laws and regulations (including laws based on such laws) or
generally established customs.

2 In the case of when the Hotel has entered into a special contract with the
Guest insofar as such special contract does not violate laws and regulations
and generally accepted practices, notwithstanding the preceding Paragraph,
the special contact shall take precedence over the provisions of these Terms
and Conditions.

Article2 (APPLICATION FOR ACCOMMODATION CONTRACTS )
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1 A Guest who intends to make an application for an Accommodation
Contract with the Hotel shall notify the Hotel of the following particulars:
(1) Name of the Guests (s);
(2) Date of accommodation and estimated time of arrival;
(3) Accommodation Charges (based, in principle, on the Basic
Accommodation Charges listed in the Attached Table No.1); and
(4) Other particulars deemed necessary by the Hotel;

2 In the case of when the Guest requests, during his stay, extension of the
accommodation beyond the date in subparagraph (2) of the preceding
Paragraph, it shall be regarded as an application for a new Accommodation
Contact at the time such request is made.

Article3 (CONCLUSION OF ACCOMMODATION CONTRACTS,ETC. )
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1 A Contract for Accommodation shall be deemed to have been
concluded when the Hotel has accepted the application as stipulated in
the preceding Article. However, the same shall not apply when it has
been proved that the Hotel has not accepted the application.

2 Whena Contract for Accommodation has been concluded in accordance with
the provisions of the preceding Paragraph, the Guest is requested to pay an
accommodation deposit fixed by the Hotel within the limits of the Basic
Accommodation Charges covering the Guest's entire period of stay (3days
when the period of stay exceeds 3days) by the date specified by the Hotel.

3 The deposit shall be first used for the Total Accommodation Charges to
be paid by the Guest, then secondly for the cancellation charges under
Article 6 and thirdly for the reparations under Article 18 as applicable,
and the remainder, if any, shall be refunded at the time of the payment
of the Accommodation Charges as stated in Article 12.

4 When the Guest has failed to pay the deposit by the date as stipulated
in Paragraph 2, the Hotel shall treat the Accommodation Contract as
invalids, However the same shall apply only in the case of where the
Guest is this informed by the Hotel when the period of payment of the
deposit is specified.

Article4 (SPECIAL CONTRACTS REQUIRING NO ACCOMMODATION DEPOSIT )
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1 Notwithstanding the provisions of Paragraph 2 of preceding Article, the
Hotel may enter into a special contract requiring no accommodation deposit
after the Contract has been concluded as stipulated in the same Paragraph.
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2 Inthe case of when the Hotel has not requested the payment of the deposit
as stipulated in Paragraph 2 of the preceding Article or has not specified the
date of the payment of the deposit at the time the application for an
Accommodation Contract has been accepted, it shall be treated as that the
Hotel has accepted a special contract prescribed in the preceding Paragraph.

Article 4-2 (Request for cooperation in infection control measures at
facilities)

1 The Hotel may request cooperation from the person who intends to stay
at the Hotel in accordance with the provisions of Article 4-2, Paragraph
1 of the Hotel Business Act (Act No. 138 of 1948).

Article5 (REFUSAL OF ACCOMMODATION CONTRACTS)
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1 The Hotel may refuse to conclude an accommodation contract in the
following cases. However, this provision does not mean that the hotel
may refuse accommodation in cases other than those listed in Article 5
of the Hotel Business Law.

(1) When the application for accommodation does not conform to the
provisions of these Terms and Conditions;

(2)  When the Hotel is full booked and no room is available;

(3) When the Guest seeking accommodation is deemed liable to
conduct himself in a manner that will contravene the laws or act
against the public order or good morals in regard to his
accommodation;

(4) In the case of the Guests can be deemed to fall from A to C.

A Gang group, gang group semiregular members or gang
member related persons and other antisocial forces.

B When a corporate body or other organization where gang
groups or gang members control business activities.

C In a corporate body which has persons relevant to gang
member in its board member.

(5) The person intending to stay at the Hotel verbally or behaviorally
causes significant disturbance to other Guests

(6) When a person who intends to stay at this Hotel is a patient, etc. of
a specified infectious - 3 - disease as defined in Article 4-2,
paragraph 1, item 2 of the Hotel Business Act (hereinafter referred
to as "patient, etc. of specified infectious disease").

(7)  When aviolent act of demand is committed or a burden exceeding
a reasonable range is demanded with regard to accommodation
(Excluding cases where the person seeking accommodation
requests the removal of social barriers pursuant to the provisions of
Article 7, Paragraph 2 or Article 8, Paragraph 2 of the Act (Act No.
65 of 2013. Hereinafter referred to as the "Act on Elimination of
Discrimination against Persons with Disabilities" ) on Promotion
of Elimination of Discrimination on the Basis of Disability.).

(8) 'When the person who intends to stay in the Hotel has repeatedly
made a request to the Hotel as specified in Article 5-6 of the
Enforcement Regulations of the Hotel Business Act as a request
whose burden is excessive in its implementation and which may

seriously impede the provision of accommodation-related services
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to other Guests.

(9) When the Hotel is unable to provide accommodation due to
natural calamities, dysfunction of the facilities or other unavoidable
causes;

(10)  When the Guest seeking accommodation comes under any

other circumstance such as provided in Prefectural Ordinance.

Article 5-2. (Explanation of refusal to conclude a contract of

accommodation)

1 The person who intends to stay may request the Hotel to explain the
reasons for its refusal to enter into a contract of accommodation in

accordance with the preceding article.

Article 6 (RIGHT TO CANCEL ACCOMMODATION CONTRACTS BY THE GUEST )
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1 The Guest is entitled to cancel the Accommodation Contract by so
notifying the Hotel.

2 Inthe case of when the Guest has cancelled the Accommodation Contract
in whole or in part due to causes for which the Guest is liable (except in
the case of when the Hotel has requested the payment of the deposit
during the specified period as prescribed in Paragraph 2 of Article 3 and
the Guest has cancelled before the payment), the Guest shall pay
cancellation charges as listed in the Attached Table No.2. However, in the
case of when a special contract as prescribed in Paragraph 1 of Article 4
has been concluded, the same shall apply only when the Gest is informed
of the obligation of the payment of the cancellation charges in case of
cancellation by the Guest.

3 In the case of when the Guest does not appear by 10 p.m. of
accommodation date (2 hours after the expected time of arrive if the Hotel
is notified of it) without an advance notice, the Hotel many regard the

Accommodation Contract as being cancelled by the Guest.

Article 7 (RIGHT TO CANCEL ACCOMMODATION CONTRACTS BY THE HOTEL)
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1 The Hotel may cancel the Accommodation Contract under any of the
following circumstances. However, this paragraph does not mean that
this Hotel may refuse accommodation in cases other than those listed in
Article 5 of the Hotel Business Act.

(1) When the Guest is deemed liable to conduct or has conducted
herself in a manner that would contravene the laws or act against
the public order and good morals in regard to the accommodation;

(2) Inthe case the Guests can be deemed to fall from A to C.

A Gangs, gang members, gang associate members or gangs
involved and other anti-social forces

B Corporate gangs or gang members to dominate our business
activities in other organizations

C That there is a person who falls under gangster in one of its
officers in the corporation

(3) In the case your stay was the behavior on a significant nuisance to
other Guests.

(4) When the Guest is a patient, etc. of specified infectious disease.
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(5) When the Guest who intends to stay at the accommodation
commits a violent demand act or asks for a burden exceeding a
reasonable range with regard to the accommodation (except when
the Guest requests the removal of social barriers as provided in
Article 7, paragraph 2 or Article 8, paragraph 2 of the Act on
Elimination of Discrimination against Persons with Disabilities).

(6) When the Guest repeatedly makes a request to this Hotel that is so
burdensome in its implementation that it may seriously impede the
provision of accommodation-related services to other Guests, as
specified in the Article 5 -6 of the Enforcement Regulations of the
Hotel Business Act.

(7)  When the Hotel is unable to provide accommodation due to
natural calamities and/or other causes of force majeure;

(8) When the provisions of prefectures ordinance are applicable;

(9) When the Guest does not observe prohibited the actions such as
smoking in bed, mischief relative to the firefighting equipment and
other prohibitions of the Use Regulations stipulated by the Hotel
(restricted to particulars deemed necessary in order to avoid the
causing of fires).

2 Inthe case where the Hotel has cancelled the Accommodation Contract
in accordance with the preceding paragraph, the Hotel shall not be
entitled to charge the Guest in the future for any of the services during

the contractual period that were not received.

Article 7-2. (Explanation of Cancellation of Accommodation Contract)

Article12 (PAYMENT OF ACCOMMODATION CHARGES)
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1 Thebreakdown and method of calculation of the Accommodation Charges,
etc. that the Guest shall pay are as listed in the Attached Table No. 1.

2 Accommodation Charges, etc. as stated in the preceding paragraph
shall be paid in cash or credit card. Payment by traveler’s check, lodging
coupon or any other non-cash medium is not acceptable.

When the Guest deposits hand luggage or articles of clothing for cleaning
service at the front desk without specifying a time frame, the Hotel shall keep
the article for one week, and after this time, if the Hotel has not received any
contact, the Hotel will treat it as having been disposed by the owner.
