And any particulars not provided for herein
shall be governed by Laws and regulations and generally accepted practices.
In the case of when the Hotel has entered into a special contract with the
Guest insofar as such special contract does not violate laws and regulations
and generally accepted practices, notwithstanding the preceding Paragraph,
the special contact shall take precedence over the provisions of these Terms
and Conditions.

Article2 (APPLICATION FOR ACCOMMODATION CONTRACTS )
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A Guest who intends to make an application for an Accommodation
Contract with the Hotel shall notify the Hotel of the following particulars:
Name of the Guests (s);

Date of accommodation and estimated time of arrival;
Accommodation Charges (based, in principle, on the Basic
Accommodation Charges listed in the Attached Table No.1); and
Other particulars deemed necessary by the Hotel;

In the case of when the Guest requests, during his stay, extension of the
accommodation beyond the date in subparagraph (2) of the preceding
Paragraph, it shall be regarded as an application for a new Accommodation
Contact at the time such request is made.

Article3 (CONCLUSION OF ACCOMMODATION CONTRACTS,ETC. )
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A Contract for Accommodation shall be deemed to have been
concluded when the Hotel has accepted the application as stipulated in
the preceding Article. However, the same shall not apply when it has
been proved that the Hotel has not accepted the application.

When a Contract for Accommodation has been concluded in accordance with
the provisions of the preceding Paragraph, the Guest is requested to pay an
accommodation deposit fixed by the Hotel within the limits of the Basic
Accommodation Charges covering the Guest’s entire period of stay (3days
when the period of stay exceeds 3days) by the date specified by the Hotel.
The deposit shall be first used for the Total Accommodation Charges to
be paid by the Guest, then secondly for the cancellation charges under
Article 6 and thirdly for the reparations under Article 18 as applicable,
and the remainder, if any, shall be refunded at the time of the payment
of the Accommodation Charges as stated in Article 12.

When the Guest has failed to pay the deposit by the date as stipulated
in Paragraph 2, the Hotel shall treat the Accommodation Contract as
invalids, However the same shall apply only in the case of where the
Guest is this informed by the Hotel when the period of payment of the
deposit is specified.

A Gang group, gang group semiregular members or gang
member related persons and other antisocial forces.

B When a corporate body or other organization where gang
groups or gang members control business activities.

C In a corporate body which has persons relevant to gang
member in its board member.

(5) The person intending to stay at the hotel verbally or behaviorally
causes significant disturbance to other guests

(6) When the Guest seeking accommodation can be clearly detected
as carrying an infectious disease;

(7)  'When the Hotel is requested to assume an unreasonable burden in
regard to his accommodation;

(8) When the Hotel is unable to provide accommodation due to
natural calamities, dysfunction of the facilities or other unavoidable
causes;

Article 6 (RIGHT TO CANCEL ACCOMMODATION CONTRACTS BY THE GUEST )
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1 The Guest is entitled to cancel the Accommodation Contract by so

notifying the Hotel.

In the case of when the Guest has cancelled the Accommodation Contract
in whole or in part due to causes for which the Guest is liable (except in
the case of when the Hotel has requested the payment of the deposit
during the specified period as prescribed in Paragraph 2 of Article 3 and
the Guest has cancelled before the payment), the Guest shall pay
cancellation charges as listed in the Attached Table No.2. However, in the
case of when a special contract as prescribed in Paragraph 1 of Article 4
has been concluded, the same shall apply only when the Gest is informed
of the obligation of the payment of the cancellation charges in case of
cancellation by the Guest.

In the case of when the Guest does not appear by 10 p.m. of

Article12 (PAYMENT OF ACCOMMODATION CHARGES)

Article14 (HANDLING WHEN UNABLE TO PROVIDE CONTRACTED ROOMS)

The Hotel shall, when unable to provide contracted rooms, arrange
accommodation of the same standard elsewhere for the Guest Insofar
as practicable with the consent of the Guest.

When arrangement of other accommodation cannot be made notwithstanding
the provisions of the preceding Paragraph, the Hotel shall pay the Guest
a compensation fee equivalent to the cancellation charges and the
compensation fee shall be applied to the reparations.
